INTRODUCTION"

Credit note data is passed from Publishers to Wholesalers.  The data passed represents details of the credit  due for accepted claims for unsold magazines.  Credit notes are produced weekly after processing of the claims for unsold magazines from the wholesaler.


Paper credit notes are produced weekly on a Saturday.  The program prints credit notes based on each processed claim form during the week, the contents of the midas IWHS/IMAS files, and produces a postings file for the Ampersand Ledgers system.  Only closed claims forms with terms set for each claimed issue are processed.


The order of publisher/wholesaler business phases is as follows :-



A wholesaler sends an order to the publisher, the publisher then despatches the order, an invoice is sent at the end of the month for any title despatched in the month, the wholesaler then claims for unsold copies, the publisher then sends a credit note for the unsold's, the final stage is for the wholesaler to send a statement to the wholesaler for payment of the outstanding balance.

There is a requirement to amend the current credit note system to allow it to produce either a paper or an electronic credit note.


EDI credit notes can be issued after processing an EDI claim or a manual claim form.   A credit note is issued against a claim, both SOR or sundry, there will be only one credit note file per run and not two as for invoicing, mains and supplementaries.  If the credit note is produced from an EDI claim the system will be able to supply the wholesaler's reference back to them on the credit note.  The system will be able to produce either manual or edi credit notes.  


The Publisher produces many credit notes each week, these have to be sorted into wholesaler groups and then posted.  This is a time consuming and tedious task.  By sending the credit note via EDI this time is saved.  The time to print the credit notes is also saved as well as the paper.   The wholesaler will receive the credit note earlier and can therefore ratify the claim acknowledgements with the credit notes earlier.  The wholesaler will automatically be able to except the credit note data into their database system and will therefore be able to avoid any data entry that may have been necessary.

The following areas should be considered during the design and development of the edi credit note system, certain areas may need to be discussed with the wholesalers who will be the trading partners in the edi transmission :-

The credit note system will use the barcode number specific to the issue of the magazine being credited.  This barcode is held in an information file EANS.

VAT is expressed on credit notes and will therefore be part of the EDI standard for credit notes.  Composite VAT will be expressed in the edi credit note as on the edi invoice run.


Customs and Excise will have to be contacted when testing is due to begin.  They will need to audit the system and approve control reports.


A procedure for re-running a credit note run in case of any problems will also need to be agreed with Customs and Excise.

We are currently running tradacom version 7 for invoicing.  This may cause a problem for the wholesaler.  The current verison of the invoicing standard, version 9, will be adopted when the invoicing system is updated.

This section concentrates on the interface and the system data that needs to be transferred to ensure both systems always know what is happening.


The OASIS users will not be concerned with any EDI technicalities, these will all be addressed by the EDI server.  File re-transmission due to communication of server failure will be undertaken by EDI support.

OASIS will prepare the credit note data, when all data is ready the system will decide for each agent within a wholesale group whether the data is to be sent manually or via EDI and the data will be formatted accordingly.  The EDI credit note data will be passed to the EDI server.  A control file will also be passed on to the edi server.  This will contain information of how and when the file is to be processed by the edi server.


The EDI server will acknowledge the receipt of the files and also pass to OASIS the status of the file transmission.
